Ground Breaking Scheduled in Historic Rogues’ Hollow for Thermal Timber Frame Home


Prototype home integrates innovation with traditional Amish craftsmanship and showcases Ohio-based manufactures and Ohio hardwoods


Doylestown, OH – January 21, 2008 – Amish Timber Framers Incorporated today announced plans for the construction of a thermal timber frame hybrid home on Hametown Rd. The building site is adjacent to the Rogues’ Hollow Historical Park and Chippewa Nature Preserve.   

The 3,200 sq. ft. prototype home will use green construction and integrate traditional timber frame with mortise and tenon joinery (wooden pegs), standard “stick’ construction and progressive building systems, which include:
· Roof insulation with a 50+ R-factor;  wall insulation with a 30+ R-factor

· Renewable heat source (Duel Fuel [Wood Gasification/Bioheat] Boiler)
· Structural Insulated Panels (SIPs)

· 12” Poured Concrete Foundation Walls

· Flexible Plumbing (Hoses instead of copper/plastic pipe)

· Radiant Heat/Hot Air Heating System

· Natural Air Conditioning 
· Heated floors


“Amish Timber Framers is partnering with a select group of Ohio-based manufacturers and suppliers whose products complement our design concept of simple, understated elegance that is naturally energy conserving and affordable to construct and maintain,”  said Jeff Orr, owner of Amish Timber Framers.


“All people can agree on two things. One, energy costs will continue to increase at a rapid rate. And two, each of us will die at some time in the future,” stated Orr.  “Anyone planning to build in the near future must embrace the idea of high R-factors and little or no air infiltration in their planning.  I predict that in the next three years, homes that are not extremely well insulated and Energy Star rated will not be in demand and will sell at greatly reduced prices, given their high operational costs.  This is an exciting time since few builders recognize that today’s standard building methods are outdated because they evolved during a time when abundant and inexpensive energy was the norm.”  
The open, single floor plan of the home was designed based on input from members of the primary target market for this home – retiring baby boomers.  In addition to three bedrooms and  three and one-half baths this home’s features include ADA accessibility, strategic natural lighting, heated driveway and walk ramps, and a flexible, layout that accommodates easy reconfiguration of the home’s footprint.
